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SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY
Builders, Carpenters, Fitters and

Turners, Mechanics, Engineers,
Scientists ....

These were some of the roles the students
undertook this term while working towards
completing their integrated Science and

Technology unit.

As part of the class’s investigations involving
simple machines, the students were asked to
design and construct a simple machine using
recycled materials. Catapults, a waterwheel, a
seesaw and cranes were some of the ideas put

forward. The designs were very innovative and

complex but near impossible to construct at school.

An alternative task was set — design and construct
a ‘vehicle’ that could travel a minimum distance of
two metres. The vehicle needed to have a simple
machine included in its design.

The students quickly set about gathering up
containers, corks, skewers, milk bottle lids, straws
and other recycled materials. Vehicles were made

and tested and then designs were improved upon.

Competition ferce!
Some students took their vehicles home to improve
their designs further. With a little assistance from
other ‘Engineers’ some of the vehicles transformed
into ‘toys’ and were very impressive.

The real test came a week later when the vehicles
were tested. The vehicles were released down a
slope and the distances travelled were measured
and recorded. The students ‘test drove’ their
vehicles three times and then
calculated the average
distance travelled. The

results were graphed using

Excel.

After each test drive, all of the students offered
suggestions of ways to improve fellow classmates’
designs and slight modifications were made
immediately. Some of our engineers added weights
to their vehicles to increase the distance covered.

It was very encouraging listening to the discussions
between the students.



The students also had to produce a document
describing how to construct their vehicles and
record results achieved when testing their vehicles.
Overall, ‘the great race’ was a great learning

experience for all.

ning affects the nervous system and can cause increased heart rate and blood pressure, fits, coma
ith in some cases. Young children only need to swallow a single cigarette, a cigar butt or three ciga-
rette butts before they can become dangerously ill with nicotine poisoning.

| Parents and carers of young children need to be extremely careful about where they store tobacco products, in-

cluding nicotine replacement therapy products and ashtrays. These items need to be stored well out of reach of

young children, or even kept in a locked cupboard. It only takes a coupie of minutes for a child to climb onto furni-
ture and reach products that haven't been put away.

Swine Flu Update

People at most risk from Pandemic (H1N1) 2009 (Human Swine Influenza) include:

pregnant women

Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Queenslanders

people with respiratory disease (eg. asthma, COPD)

people with heart disease

people with diabetes

people with renai or liver disease

the morbidly obese

those with immunosuppression (including cancer, HIV/AIDS infection, drugs).
haemoglobinopathies

neurological conditions

Anyone who Is not in the vulnerable group, but is suffering from moderate or severe illness and presents within
48 hours of the onset of symptoms should also be treated.

Queensland Health has advised all medical facilities and GPs in the State that laboratory testing is not necessary
and should be done only for those who have an acute influenza-like illness and are either: hospitalised, pregnant
or a health care worker.

The public health message for both seasonal and H1N1 Influenza is the same:
stay home when sick
wash hands frequently with soap and water or use an alcohol based hand gel
wash hands prior to touching eyes, nose and mouth
when coughing or sneezing, cover mouth and nose using tissues which should be disposed of immediately
don't share items such as cigarettes, glasses or cups, lipstick, toys or anything which could be contaminated
with respiratory secretions
maintain at least one metre distance from people who have flu-like symptoms such as coughing or sneezing

Schools are no longer closing if a student is confirmed as having the virus, and the school will not be advised of
the case by Queensland Health. To heip contain the spread of Human Swine Influenza and other influenzas in
school communities, staff and students should stay at home if they have been confirmed as having the virus or if
they have flu-like symptoms, or should go home if they develop symptoms while at school.

Employers are urged to stress to employees the importance of practising basic hygiene techniques and staying
home when sick. Where an employee presents to work and has influenza-like symptoms (a fever, cough or sore
throat), the manager should request the employee to take sick leave and isolate themselves at home until the
symptoms are completely resolved. There is no need for employees to gain medical clearance before returning to
waork.
